Instructions for CA281 Final Project
Editing/Headline Writing Portion

There are four stories on the www.dibbs.net website.  Edit them for AP style, punctuation, grammar, spelling, and other issues.  Do not trim them until you have laid out your pages. Art is available to be downloaded for the various stories. The pages for the layout will be emailed to you. These pages will have examples of the headline type, cutline style and pull quote. 
Layout Portion

Using the stories and various pieces of art, lay out a front and jump pages of a publication.

The name of the publication is Your last name and Herald, i.e. Sellers Herald.
Use 10-point Times Roman for the text of each story.  Use Times New Roman and Arial for your headlines. Headline sizes and placement will be your choice, based upon your judgment of prominence and suitability.  

Put by-lines in 10-point bold, Arial.

Put cutlines in 10-point bold Arial for the first three or four words, then use 12-point regular Times New Roman.

The page is a five-column format, but remember to vary the columns.
Use at least one pull-out quote, 18-point Times New Roman.
Trim stories, if needed, when layout is finished.
Rename your pages and save them onto a CD that will be provided for you.
